LA SOCIOLOGÍA Y LOS RETOS DE LA EDUCACIÓN 

EN LA ESPAÑA ACTUAL 

(Presentación provisional) 

El conocimiento es la principal materia prima en la mayor parte de los procesos 
productivos, muy especialmente en los de mayor valor añadido. Una sociedad como la española, 
si no quiere perder el tren del progreso, precisa elevar considerablemente los niveles educativos 
de sus jóvenes. Tal y como se estableció en el documento Estrategia Europa 2020 el porcentaje 
de abandono escolar debería ser inferior al 10 % y al menos el 40 % de la generación más joven 
debería tener estudios superiores completos 

La condición de ciudadano y ciudadana, siempre complicada, alcanza hoy en día cotas de 
complejidad insospechadas: hemos de convivir y trabajar con gentes de culturas e idiomas 
distintos al nuestro, tenemos que opinar sobre abstrusas cuestiones públicas (desde el uso de las 
células madre al cambio climático), sabemos que el conocimiento científico se duplica cada 
cuatro años y un largo etcétera. 

En este congreso se abordarán cuatro núcleos temáticos clave para comprender la 
situación de la educación española. En la primera sesión se hará un diagnóstico general 
prestando especial atención a las intensas polémicas sobre los resultados escolares de chicos y 
chicas, de los inmigrantes, de las distintas comunidades autónomas, etc. La segunda sesión es un 
intento de mirar hacia el futuro, de pensar qué tipo de escuela se precisa en la sociedad del 
conocimiento y qué podría aportar para ellos la sociologías. En la tercera sesión se reflexionará 
sobre cuáles sean las competencias y conocimientos imprescindibles para que la gente pueda 
desenvolverse exitosamente en su sociedad. Finalmente, la cuarta sesión se adentrará en el eterno 
debate sobre la misión de la universidad en el marco de la integración europea. 

Plazos y fechas de envíos de resúmenes y de las ponencias completas 

Se deberá enviar antes del 29 de abril a la dirección rfeito@cps.ucm.es el título y el 
resumen de la ponencia que se desea presentar. El título debe oscilar entre 30 y 350 caracteres 
(con espacios) y el resumen debe contener entre 400 y 2500 caracteres (con espacios). 

Si el comité científico de la conferencia da su visto bueno al resumen de la ponencia, se 
deberá enviar el texto completo a la dirección arriba indicada antes del 10 de junio. Su extensión 
será de aproximadamente 7000 palabras/ 50000 caracteres. A comienzos de junio se darán a 
conocer en la Web de la ASE (www.ase.es) las ponencias aprobadas y las sesiones –con 
indicación de día y franja horaria- en que serán presentadas. Al igual que en los últimos 
congresos de la ASE, las ponencias se publicarán en un libro con ISBN. 
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No se admitirán más de dos ponencias por autor (o tres en el caso de ser co-autor de al 
menos dos de ellas).

The Research Committees on Sociology of Education (RC04) and Participation, 
Organizational Democracy and Self-Management (RC10) are pleased to invite you to submit 
papers for sessions focusing on issues of Participation, Inclusion, Mobility and Justice (for a 
detailed list of session titles, please see below). 

The conference provides the opportunity for many academics in the region to participate 
in an ISA mid-conference and probably prepare for the 2012 Forum in Argentina which has a 
similar theme. We hope that we will give the opportunity to new academics from the area to join 
the RC04 & RC10 and become active members of the community. If this conference is 
successful, it might be repeated in regular intervals in the region.  

The Conference is organised by the Department of Social and Political Sciences 
(University of Cyprus) with the support of the following co-organising bodies: The Department 
of Education (University of Cyprus), the Department of Education Sciences and the Department 
of Social and Behavioural Sciences (European University Cyprus).   

Target audience and Rationale:  

We aspire to attract both academics and policy-makers from countries from all 
continents. We would also like to specifically target the community of academics and policy 
makers from countries around the Mediterranean Sea and South Eastern Europe. The 
organisation of this conference is very timely since many countries in the area are increasingly at 
the receiving end of huge immigration waves. Moreover, ethnic minorities and various cultural 
groups in many countries around the world still face issues of access to Higher Education.  

In addition to the more 'traditional' themes (e.g. issues of inclusion, access, retention, 
equity, gender, etc), we hope that we will attract papers addressing the role of students, 
academics and Universities (as institutions) in the reform that is currently taking shape in many 
Arab countries. The role of Higher Education has not been covered by the international media 
and the academic community has not had enough time to react and publish on the issue, since 
the domino of events is still unfolding. Colleagues are welcomed to address in their papers issues 
regarding Higher Education, political participation and activism in their countries.  

Initiatives to support the theme of the conference:  
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The Organising Committee will make every effort to partly subsidise the registration fees 
or accommodation expenses of a very small number of academics from countries which 
currently face social unrest (e.g. Libya, Egypt, Tynisia, etc), provided their papers address issues 
regarding Higher Education in the context of the current situation in their country. This is 
deemed necessary since it is very likely that academics in these countries may not have access to 
funds for participating in international conferences.

ISA Interim Conference on “Transitions”. The conference will be held in Tampa, 
Florida, on January 13-15, 2012. 

Transitions between social statuses and institutions have interested scholars from around 
the world and raise critical issues regarding the roles of governments and businesses in providing 
resources to construct institutional bridges and to promote successful transitions. The 
conference will review models of age-status and educational transitions in different societies; 
discuss problems, such as gaps and difficulties in transitions; and propose policy 
recommendations at the national, regional, and global levels. This conference continues 
discussions begun at the ISA meetings last summer in Sweden. The organizers are Kathryn 
Borman (University of South Florida), Jeanne Ballantine (Wright State University), Joan Spade 
(State University of New York, Brockport), Jeylan Mortimer (University of Minnesota), Gary 
Dworkin (University of Houston) and James Côté (University of Western Ontario). 

Diverse formats, including paper sessions, expert panels, poster sessions, and policy 
discussions will be included, involving academics as well as policy makers from government(s), 
the United Nations, and think tanks or NGOs. 

Whereas RC04 focuses on educational institutions and processes, and RC34 examines 
youth (generally defined as between age 18 and 34), the interests of these research committees 
converge in their focus on role/status entries and exits that have important consequences for the 
ensuing life course. Members of RC04 examine educational transitions by students (e.g., from 
kindergarten to primary school) and educators; members of RC34 assess transitions to adulthood 
(e.g., becoming a parent). Joining these approaches to transitions offers the opportunity for 
examination of convergences between different types of transitions. Moreover, both research 
committees share many interests in common: for example, transitions from school to work, 
school to school, and from school back to work; how participation in educational programs 
(vocational training in schools and apprenticeships, four-year colleges) influences the duration 
and character of the youth phase of life; and many other topics. 

In this call for session organizers, we request members of both RC’s to submit session 
topics for the organizers’ consideration (these may be paper sessions, panels, roundtables, poster 
sessions, or other innovative formats). Members may propose sessions that are of primary 
interest to one or the other research committee, or of interest to both. Those suggesting topics 
may later be asked to chair sessions. RC04 members should send their suggestions to Kathy 
Borman (borman@cas.usf.edu); RC34 members should send topics to Jeylan Mortimer 
(morti002@umn.edu). All topics are due by May 30, 2011Successful proposals will be selected 
and individuals notified by June 30, 2011. 
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After the session topics are defined and organizers selected, a second Call for Papers will 
be issued to RC04 and RC34 members. Session organizers can also select presenters for their 
sessions. 

The conference will be held in Tampa, Florida, from Friday afternoon, January 13 to 
Sunday, January 15, 2012, with an optional tour Friday morning. The conference will be located 
in a hotel near the Tampa airport for convenience, which is accessible to Tampa Bay, Orlando 
(Disney), and other tourist venues. We will attempt to make arrangements for “virtual” 
participation, through Skype. [If this is feasible, we can add more detail in our later Call for 
Papers].  

Costs for hotel rooms should be $150 plus 12% tax per room, per night, with up to 4 
persons per room. The conference costs will be kept as low as possible, but cover basic 
organizational expenses, refreshments, a luncheon, and meeting rooms. A very limited number 
of travel grants may be available to eligible RC04 and RC34 members from Category B and C 
countries. 

Applicants for such grants should direct their requests to the organizers from their 
respective Research Committee. Decisions regarding the grants will be decided by the respective 
Boards of the Research Committees. 

The Tampa Bay area is very appealing, especially in January for those from cold climates. 
Tampa is located on the Gulf of Mexico, and transportation into downtown Tampa from the 
hotel is easily available. Disney World and other attractions are about one hour away. Some 
might want to combine the conference with a holiday.
